	1.  Are you the parent or caretaker relative for a child under the age of 19 who is living in your home?

	2. Are you pregnant?

	Contact your MaineCare Eligibility Worker to explain you are in the “pregnant” MaineCare category.

	3. Have you been diagnosed with  HIV/AIDS?

	If yes, fill out the general MaineCare application and the Disability Application
	If yes and you are currently on the waiting list, contact your MaineCare Eligibility Worker to explain you are in the HIV/Aids category and fill out the disability application.   If  yes and you are currently enrolled in MaineCare, please contact Maine Equal Justice (626-7058) for more information on the Non-categorical and HIV benefit packages (they are similar, but not identical)

	4. Are you unable to work full time because of a physical or mental disability?  (A) Does your medical (physical and/or mental) condition (or combination of conditions) prevent you from doing any substantial (full-time, 40 hours per week) work? and  (B) Has the medical condition lasted or is it expected to last at least one year or result in death?]  See 5 and 6 for additional information for people who have applied for disability benefits in the last 6 months.

	If yes to both (A) and (B), contact your MaineCare Eligibility Worker to explain you are disabled and fill out the the Disability Application

	5. Within the last 6 months, have you applied for MaineCare based on your disability and been denied because they think you are not disabled?

	If yes, but your condition has gotten worse since the last application and you seem to meet the disability standard then reapply using the MaineCare General Application with the Disability Application.  
	If yes, but your condition has gotten worse since the last application and you seem to meet the disability standard, contact your MaineCare Eligibility Worker to explain that you are disabled and fill out the Disability Application. 




	6.  Have you been denied SSI disability within the last 6 months?

	If yes, but your condition has gotten worse since the last application and you seem to meet the disability standard, apply for MaineCare-not SSI-using the MaineCare General Application with the Disability Application.
	If yes, but your condition has gotten worse since the last application and you seem to meet the disability standard, contact your MaineCare Eligibility Worker to explain that you are disabled and fill out the Disability Application. 

	Important note for women aged 40-64 with Breast or Cervical Cancer: You may be eligible for MaineCare even if you do not fit another category.  To find out, contact your MaineCare caseworker at your local DHHS office and contact the Maine Breast and Cervical Cancer Program, Toll-Free in Maine: 1-800-350-5180 local/Outside of Maine: 1-207-287-8068. (Free breast and cervical cancer screening may also be available if you are uninsured.)
